Auditing the Occupational Health & Safety Management System (OHSMS) of an 
organization as a third party, independently and partially, is sometimes becomes 
very tricky and difficult.  Since the performance of a full OHSMS can only be 
identified by audits.  Identification of the OHSMS performance and effectiveness 
requires auditors with special knowledge and skills. This course is designed for 
preparing them with relevant skills and knowledge to carry out audits of OHSMS 
against ISO 45001:2018 requirements.
